Emergency Planning (HB 24-1033)

A ✓ indicates a vote in favor of HB24-1033, which requires local governments to develop and maintain emergency 
management plans that support people with companion animals.

Status: Passed both chambers and was signed by the Governor on April 11th, 2024.

Division of Animal Welfare (HB24-1458)

Colorado's Department of Agriculture.

Wolverine Restoration (SB24-171)
